8 Marsi nuk éshté dita e nénave, as dita e grave dhe
me siguri nuk éshté dité kur festohet fitorja e arritur. Kjo éshte
dite me té cilén shenohet fillimi i luftés sé organizuar pér ar-
ritjen e barazisé formale dhe faktike té femrave dhe meshku-
jve. Lufté e cila gé nga fillimi éshte kuptuar si lufté afatgjate
dhe e cila definitivisht, as prej sé largu, nuk ka péerfunduar.

Nuk kontestohet fakti se éshté arritur mjafté qé nga
demonstratat e para té grave dhe nga parashtimi i problemit
té barazisé si problem i zhvillimit té civilizimit dhe né vecanti
zhvillimit té bashkesisé demokratike. Por, njéherit nuk kon-
testohet fakti se keto arritje jané para sé gjithash formale
(né sferén e krijimit té kushteve formalo - juridike pér barazi
gjinore dhe largimin e kufizimeve normative), dhe shumé mé
pak faktike (né sferén e arritjeve té ndryshimeve té tilla, gé do
té ndryshonin nga themeli sjelljen e njerézve dhe do té bejné
kété proces té filluar iverzibil).

Hapi mé i madh né drejtim té arritjes s€ barazisé fak-
tike eshté béré me vendosjen e barazisé mes gruas dhe burrit
né kontekst té konceptit té té drejtave té njeriut. Ne kéete
menyré eéshté mundésuar gé dispozitat jodiskriminatore nga
dokumentat ndérkombétaré té specifikohen ne kuader té ra-
portit konkret té diskriminimit té gruas ne té gjitha sferat e
jetés private dhe publike. Me kété lufta pér barazi nuk shter-
ret me prezentimin e barabarté né jetén politike, me ndalimin
e diskriminimit té drejtépérdrejté (normativ apo praktik), por
zgjerohet né sferén private dhe né raportet e péerditshme mes
gruas dhe burrit.

Barazia e arritur formalo-delkarative né jetén private
faktikisht éshté e parealizueshme (dhe shpesh apsurde, e
pakuptimté) né kushtet e njé bote krejtésisht té maskulinizuar,
né té cilén rregullat e lojés né té gjitha sferat e jetés janée
béré sipas mases sé burrit. Cdo depértim i femrés né botén
ne té cilén luhet sipas rregullave “té burrave” do té thoté ose
shtyrje me forcé e femrés pér té hequr doré nga specifikat e
veta biologjike dhe edhe vet ajo té maskulinizohet, ose vullne-
tarisht té bejé “zgjedhjen” e liré dhe té pranojé rolin e deter-
minuar tradicionalisht né shogéri. Qé né té dy rastet, gruaja
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i éshté eksponuar mohimit, néncmimit, formave specifike té
dhunés (té cilat né vete pérmbajné komponentén seksuale si
dominante), si dhe nevojés pér té punuar dhe déshmuar mé
shumé , pér té marr mirénjohjen e barabarté si burrat gé ve-
projné né kushte té njéjta.

Née jetén bashkekohore gruaja, as sé largu, nuk éshté
partner i barabarté me burrin. Raporti mes gjinive akoma nuk
ka tejkaluar fazen e raportit mes dikujt gé ka fuqginé né duart
e veta dhe dikujt gé tenton té kufizoj keté fuqgi (as nuk béhet
fjalé pér tentimet pér té ndaré kété fuqi). Qendrat pér ven-
dosje (vendet ku vendoset pér jetén dhe vdekjen) edhe mé tej
jané té rezervuara pér njéréen gjini (raritetet vetém déshmojné
kété rregull). Barazia gjinore edhe mé tej gjendet né nivel te
glazurés sé€ hollé e cila mund té largohet lehté kur parashtro-
het cé€shtja e niveleve mé té larta té vendimmarrjes dhe e cila
shumé meé lehté humbet kur zhvillohet lufta e opinioneve dhe
géndrimeve té kundérta.

Kjo gjendje nuk ndryshon shumeé né Republikné e
Magedonisé. Pas 60 vitesh proklamimi té barazisé gjinore, ste-
reotipet e rrénjosura thellé dhe paragjykimet, shumé shpejte
dhe shumé lehté dalin né sipérfage (né formén mé té keqe té
seksizmit té hapur dhe fyerjeve né bazé te gjinisé dhe seksit).

Pikérisht ekzistimi i vazhdueshém i modelit tradicional
patriarkal determinon njé raport té tillé mes gjinive, gé mani-
festohet né:

1. mangési né perceptimin e dimenzionit real té
diskriminimit mbi bazeé té gjinisé
2. mungesé té strujturave té organizuara, té cilat

né menyre sistematike do ti adresojné problemet e diskrimin-
imit formal dhe faktik
3. zhvillim té organizatave oportune politike ge
adaptohen né qellimet dhe programet partiake (duke u bal-
lafaquar me to vetém né situate té rralla dh eté izoluara)
Rezultati - disfaté (si nga aspekti pérmbajtésor, ashtu
edhe nga kéndvéshtrimi i pérhapjes sé vet). Ndoshta pasqyré
me té qarte péer kété ofron vérshimi emocional i njé koleges
time (e cila fare nuk merret me problematikén e barazisé
gjinore), e shkaktuar nga veprimi i organizatave “té grave” né

Republikén e Magedoniseé:
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“Mendoj se veprimi i organizaté té “grave” meriton
analizé serioze dhe kritiké mé té fugishme”. Pér cfar emancipi-
mi té femrave flet ajo? Si té kycet gruaja né politiké kur e lidhin
pér shtépije. Cila punétore né fabriké e cila punon 10-12 oré,
gjashté dité ne javé do té kycet né politike? Cila nené e femi-
jéve té vegjél do té kycet né politike kur nuk ka kush t’ia ruajé
fémineé: a reaguan né ndalimin e géndrimit ditor; a reagojné gé
baba nuk ka té drejte té jete i shtrire me féminé né klinikén
pér pediatri; a reaguan pér kufizimin e pagesés pér pushim ma-
terniteti pér nénat e punésuara ose pér vonesén e pagesés 3-4
muaj; sa baballaré shfrytézojné pushimin pas lindjes sé fémisé;
sa studente heqin doré nga studimet pér shkak té lindjes sé
femijéve dhe pamundésisé per té vazhduar studimet sepse nuk
ka kush té kujdeset pér féminé dhe kérkojné cfardo pune qé
té mund té ushgejné familjen. Organizaté e kujt éshté kjo?:
e penzionerevel, té cilave do t’ju organizoj ekskurzion pér 8
Mars dhe njé mbrémje shoqgérore gé té kujtojné rininé dhe
mandej té gjitha te luajné sipas muzikeés sé saj!“

Disfaté edhe mé e madhe paraqgitet né gjendjen e fem-
rés- joheteroseksuale (jashté sigurisé se lidhjes martesore
apo stabilitetit té lidhjes heteroseksuale jashtémartesore).
Vet fakti i diferencimit sipas dallimit té orientimit seksual (gé
nénkupton se duhet te flitet pér seksin) i diferencon lezbiket
si grup i shénuar, ndérsa hegja doré nga mbrojtja tradicionale
e mashkullit i shéndrron ato né cage té sjelljes mé te dhun-
shme. Té genit lezbike né Republikné e Magedonisé, shpesh do
té thoté humbje e mekanizmave mbrojtés joformal, té cilat i
ofrojné shoqgatat jogeveritare té femrave dhe heqje doré nga
rrénjét e pérbashkéta té diskriminimit.

Po. Mendoj se 8 Marsi éshté i patjetérsueshém. Por njé
8 Mars krejtésisht tjetér. Na nevojitet njé dite kur do té kuj-
tohemi se jemi né fillim té luftés dhe kur pa médyshje do té
tregojmé gatishmériné gé fjala njeri té barazohet me fjalén
femer.

Drejtat e Njeriut né Magedoni, Mirjana Najcévska
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PSE TE DREJTA LGBT?

Lufta pér té drejta té barabarta té joheteroseksualéve, para
sé gjithash, éshté [ufté kundér diskriminimit né bazé té
orientimit seksual. Kur flasim pér diskriminim né pérgjithési,
kemi parasysh cdo dallim, distancim, apo kufizim gé ndikon
negativisht né gézimin ose njohjen e té drejtave té njeriut.
Dihet mirfilli se dallimi, distancimi apo kufizimi mund te
ekzistoj né baze té rases, ngjyres sé lekurés, gjinise, statusit,
prejardhjes sociale, fese, pérkatésisé etnike... Fatkegésisht, e
kemi mé pak té njohur se diskriminimi mund té ekzistoj edhe
ne baze tée orientimit seksual.

Lufta pér njohjen e té drejtave gej-lezbi-biseksuale-tran-
seksuale nuk éshté lufté pér té drejta speciale apo plotésuese,
por pér po ato té drejta qé i gézojne edhe heteroseksualét.
Kjo éshté lufté pér po ato té drejta, gé praktikisht u jané ku-
fizuar joheteroseksualéve si pasojé e diskriminimit né bazé té
orientimit seksual dhe si pasojé e kércenimit té vazhdueshém
pér distancim social.

Por, pse duhet té té flasim pér té drejatat gej- lezbi-
biseksual- transeksual, kur e dim se koncepti i té drejtave
té njeriut i jetésuar né shumé dokumente ndérkombétare,
nénkupton té gjitha té drejtat e njeriut ti takojne té gjithe
njerézve dhe até - kudo? Pse joheteroseksualét vazhdojné te
luftojne peér te drejatat GLBT, kur té drejtat e njeriut njihen
dhe mbrohen me shumé dokumente ndérkombétare, gé nuk
béjné kurfare dallimi né bazé té orientimit seksual?

Po kéto pyetje mund té parashtrohen edhe pér té drejtat
e njeriut péer femrat, pér pakicat kombétare, pér té drejatat
e femijéve, si dhe pér té drejtat e grupeve té tjera senzibile
gé jané té diskriminuara. Sic ka nevojé té bisedojmé pér té
drejtat e gruas, pasi qé barazia gjinore (né kuptimin - té drejta
té barabarta né letér), nuk do té thoté edhe barazi gjinore né
realitet (gézimi praktik i té drejtave té barabarta), ashtu kemi
nevojé té flasim edhe pér té drejtatGLBT.

Gjejgjésisht, barazia e orientimeve seksuale vetém né
letér (né konventat pér té drejtat e njeriut), nuk do té thote
edhe barazi faktike e orientimeve seksuale, pérkatésisht nuk
do té thoté gezim praktik i té drejtave té njéjta njerézore né

jetén e pérdithsme.
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Thené ndryshe, né jetén e pérditéshme, joheterosek-
sualét hasin né mé shumé padrejtési dhe sfida se heterosek-
sualet. Né jetén e pérditshme, joheteroseksualét shumé mé
shpesh jané té eksponuar né rrezik gé té béhen viktima té pa-
drejtésive té shumta, gé kané té béjné me cenimin e dinjitetit
dhe te drejtave té njeriut, si dhe viktima té dhunés psiqike,
fizike apo strukturore.

Pér shembull, heteroseksualét mund té shprehin lirisht
orientimin e tyre seksual né vendet publike, né puné, népér
media, né shoqeéri, pa patur friké nga distancimi social dhe pa
kércenim pér dinjitetin e tyre njerézor. Né shogériné ku het-
eroseksualiteti nénkuptohet si norme, joheteroseksualét kané
arsye reale té besojné se me shprehjen publike té dallimit té
tyre seksual, shumé lehté mund té behen viktima té distan-
cimit social, té léndimeve té ndryshme té dinjitetit personal,
madje edhe té kércnimeve ndaj integritetit té tyre trupor. Né
njé shogéri ku mbizotérijneé stereotipe negative ndaj cfardo
distancimi nga heteroseksualiteti - ku shumica edhe mé tej e
vleréson homoseksualitetin si dicka jonormale, jomorale, si sé-
mundje apo c¢rregullim psikik - pjesétarét e pakicave seksuale
kane shkaqge reale pér frike té llojeve té ndryshme.

Lufta pér té drejtat GLBT, nuk éshté vetém lufté pér
liri dhe barazi seksuale, nuk éshte vetém lufte e pakicave sek-
suale kundér dominimit kultural té shumicés heteroseksuale,
por eshté edhe lufté pér respektimin e dallimeve seksuale
dhe njohjen dhe mbrojtjen e té drejtave seksuale. Pikérisht
joheteroseksualét ishin té parét gé nxitén te ne debat inten-
siv publik pér baraziné seksuale, pér regullimin e ¢éshtjes sé
seksualitetit dhe pér ardhmériné e familjes. Ato vende gé nuk
kané hapur debat publik pér temat e pérmendura, me té drejte
llogariten si vende jodemokratike dhe totalitare. Prandaj, vet
inicimi i debatit publik né njé vend ku seksualiteti vlerésohet
si tabu, ku edhe mé tej juridikisht flitet per “gjini” (né vend
té seksualitet) dhe pér “orientim gjinor” (né vend té orientimit
seksual), éshté kontribut i rrallé né procesin e demokratizimit
té Republikés sé Magedonisé€. Sepse demokracia, si ideal , nuk
nénkupton vetém realizimin e parimit té kontrollit (apo “qe-
verisjes”) sé popullit, por edhe té parimit té barazisé. Pikérisht
pér kéte arsye, sot nuk mund té flasim pér shogéri demokra-
tike gé nuk kujdeset pér parimin e barazisé seksuale, gé nuk



ndérmerr masa aktive pér eliminimin e diskriminimit né baze
té orientimit seksual; dhe ge nuk kontribuon pér promovimin
dhe respektimin e dallimeve dhe té drejtave seksuale.

Lufta joné pér eliminimin e diskriminimit né bazé té ori-
entimit seksual, nuk nénkupton vetém ndryshime né rregulla-
tiven ligjore. Ndryshime té tilla ishin dekriminalizimi i ho-
moseksualitetit né vitin 1996 dhe shlyerja e paradokohéshme e
“homoseksualitetit” si njé nga shkeljet e disciplinés ushtarake.
Lufta pér eliminimin e diskriminimit seksual nuk do té thote
vetém implementim i dispozitave té reja ligjore - si iniciativat
pér sjelljen e Ligjit pér antidiskriminim (ku diskriminimi seksual
ne menyre eksplicite do té permendet si bazé pér diskriminim),
si dhe Ligjit pér partneritete té regjistruara (me té cilin do té
formésohen ligjerisht edhe bashkésité joteheteroseksuale, gé
do té mundésonte gézimin e té drejtave pothuajse té barab-
arta gé i gézojné ata té cilét jané né bashkési heteroseksuale).
Krahas ndryshimeve ligjore, shteti duhet té ndérmarr edhe
masa konkrete pér eliminimin e stereotipeve negative dhe ho-
mofobisé (gendrimi iracional dhe urrejtja ndaj njerézve qé sek-
sualisht dhe emocionalisht jané té lidhur me persona té gjinisé
sé vet). Gjithashtu, shteti duhet ti pérkrah aktivitetet konkrete
té shogatave dhe asociacioneve té gqytetaréve, gé luftojné pér
té drejtat GLBT, dhe vet té krijojé strategji dhe plan akcionar
lidhur me aktivitetet né vijim, pér luftén kundér homofobise
dhe eliminimin e diskriminimit né bazé té orientimit seksual.
Vetém me ndérmarrjen e masave aktive nga ana e shtetit, mund
té krijohen kushte pér ndryshimin e perceptimit social té ho-
moseksualitetit si kanosje shoqgérore, gé té parandalohen tenti-
met publike pér mohimin e ekzistimit té homoseksualéve dhe
rastet e perditshme té xhvlerésimit kulturor, si t& homoseksu-
aleve ashtu dhe té joheteroseksualéve. Pa definim té njé plat-
forme té qarté dhe pa ndértim té njé koalicioni teé gjéré mes
organeve shtetérore dhe shoqatave jogeveritare gé luftojné pér
barazi, Politika geveritare pér luftén kundér té gjitha formave
té diskriminimit do té mbetet vetém déeshiré deklarative para
faktoréve ndérkombétaré. Ményra mé e miré pér té bindur ven-
det anétare té UE-sé se 90% e qytetaréve tané jane pér hyrje né
UE, eshté ge urgjentisht té sillet Ligji pér antidiskriminim dhe
Ligji pér partneritete té regjistruara, si dhe definimi i politikés
shtetérore pér luftén kundér diskriminimit dhe homofobisé.
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Sepse, lufta pér té drejtat GLBT nuk éshté vetém
lufte dinjitoze e pjesétaréve té pakicave seksuale, por
éshté edhe lufté e té gjtihé atyre qé besojné se duhet
té krijojmé kushte gé te gjitha te drejtat e njeriut ti ta-
kojne té gjithé njerézve, e jo vetém njé pjese té tyre.

Para do kohe ishim déshmitar té njé skandali té cilin
e zbuloi dhe e problematizoi njé pjesé e opinionit toné. Njé
psikiatér nga Magedonia ka trajtuar homoseksualét me medika-
ment gé mund té shkaktojé karcinom té prostatés dhe njeherit
krijon varési. Si mund té ndodh né fillim té shekullit 21, né njé
vend ge pretendon té jeté(apo gé gjithnje mé éshté)evropian,
né kuadeér té psikiatrisé sé institucionalizuar, dikush té tentoj
« té shéroj» homoseksualitetin dhe até me ané té terapisé hor-
monale? Si éshté e mundur gé personi té cilit sistemi i ka dhe-
ne status té personit kompetent, té besoj se homoseksualiteti
éshté semundje dhe até parésisht biologjike, duke e trajtuar
si aberacion fiziologjik? Me géllim e pérdor fjalén «té besoj»,
sepse até gé personi i shkencés apo mjeku e kupton si vlersim
eksperti, né té shumtén e rasteve, éshté rezultat i ideologjisé
sé caktuar (percepcionit té botés, filozofis€) gé ka zéné rrénjé
né té ashtuquajturin mendim shkencor neutral.

Ky opinion nuk éshté njéfaré ekspertize e imja perso-
nale «revolucionare», por éshté pozité e cila né dekadat e fun-
dita te shekullit té kaluar, u bé njé nga aksiomat mainstream
té mendimit bashkekohoro shogéror. Figuré amblemi e késaj
kthese shkencore, qé rrénoi mitin pér mendim shkencor ob-
jektiv, eshté Mishell Fuko, dhe até permes analizave té tija
antropologjiko-filozofike té «ideologjité e klinikés».Fuko, por
edhe shumé mendimtar autoritativ té epokés postmoderne,
tregojneé se horizonti ideologjik i erés né té cilén jetojme,
nepér rrugé teé padukshme, arrin té futet né té ashtuquajturen
shkencé objektive. Késhtu, sot edhe té ashtuquajturat shkenca
egzakte (fizika, kimia biomolekulare, gjenetika) mbajné llogari
pér shkallén e ndikimit té subjektit shkencor mbi perceptimin,
madje edhe «sjelljen» e objektit gé hulumtohet.

Se né shkencé ka aq shume ideologji, flet edhe fakti
se né vitin 1973 homoseksualiteti me ané té «dekretit> (do-
kument zyrtar gé pretendon té keté fuqi juridike) té nxjerre
nga Asociacioni Psikiatrik Amerikan, éshté hequr nga lista e
semundjeve.Dekrete té tilla kané nxjerr njé numér i madh i
asociacioneve té ngjashme nga mjedise me relevancé té ng-
jashme, gjegjésisht me referencé globale né kétée fushe.

Do té thoté se «dekretet» jané té patjetérsueshme pér
transformim dhe zhvillim té institucioneve shéndetésore. Dhe
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kur them transformim dhe zhvillim, pér c¢far transformimi e
kam fjalén dhe pér cfar drejtimi té zhvillimit ? Transformim
dhe zhvillim né drejtim té demokratizimit té tyre. Praktika
népér klinika dhe vet mjedisi né to, gjithashtu jané (apo duhet
té jene) te gatshme pér t’ju nénshtruar procesit té demokra-
tizimit.

cka do té paraqiste ky proces i demokratizimit, nga cilat
veprime do té pérbéhej dhe cfar vlerash do té duhej té im-
plementonte? Njé nga shtyllat e demokracisé, sé paku sipas
kuptimit bashkeékohor té fjalés, éshté respektimi i dallimit té
identitetit. Nocioni gjini pérfshin rajonin e tér asaj gé jeton
njé krijesé njeréezore si kuptim shogéror gé i eéshté pérshkruar
gjinisé té cilés i ka takuar, si normale, por edhe si distancim
nga ajo. Gjinia éshté koncept gé ka té béjé me dimensionin
ekzistencial (domethénés) té té genit né seksin personal. Dhe
pikérisht pér kété shkak gjinia éshté identitet, ndérsa vendosja
homoseksuale né vet gjininé - kategori identiteti.

Pra, pér té demokratizuar kliniken tone, por edhe in-
stitucionet e tjera, duhet «me dekret» té miratohet géndrimi
se homoseksualiteti éshté identitet gjinor dhe identitet seksi,
e jo anomali biologjike apo psikologjike. Me kété nénkuptoj
nevojén pér garance ligjore se homoseksualiteti eéshté zgjedhje
jetésore dhe kategori identiteti. Késaj garance duhet ti bash-
kangjitet edhe ajo gé respektimi i kétij dallimi té identitetit,
si dhe dallimeve té tjera (gjinore, kulturore etj) do té futet né
politikén e institucioneve té sistemit.

Per té pretenduar pér garanca te tilla ligjore, duhet ét
afirmohet koncepti i gjinisé si kategori identiteti krahas seksit
(gjinisé) si nocion biologjik. Kjo e fundit do té mundésoj poli-
tike te re té senzibilizuar népér klinika, gé gruan do t akupto-
jné si kategori identiteti e jo si funksion bilogjik reproduktiv,
ndérsa homoseksualin si identitet gjinor-seksual e jo si abera-
cion hormonal.

Sipas pérgjigjeve té mara, vetém programet
parazgjedhore té PPSD-s€, LSDM-sé dhe PLD-sé pérmbajne
programe gé kané té béjné me bashkésiné LGBTK, por edhe
pse programi parazgjedhor i RDM-sé nuk shqyrton kéte céshtje
né ményré eksplicite, sipas tyre fakti gé kjo parti éshté parti
e gendrés dhe pér nga bindja éshté liberale, nénkupton gé ata
mbéshtesin bashkésiné LGBTK.
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Sipas partis€é AD, programi i tyre nuk pérmban
ascfaré dispozitash né kété drejtim sepse nuk shohin ascfaré
diskriminimi né Magedoni.

Té pyetur se a pérkrah programi i partisé sé tyre
politike implementimin e dispozitave antidiskriminuese né
Kushtetutén e Republikes s€ Magedonise, né vecanti né nenin
9, me té cilin né ményre té drejtépérdrejté do té ndalohej
diskriminimi né bazé té orientimit seksual dhe identitetit gjinor,
PPSD, LSDM, PLD dhe RDM pérkrahin masa té tilla, me ¢’rast
RDM vleréson se pér kété do té nevojitet periudhé trivjecare,
ndérsa PPSD vleréson se kéto masa do té ishte véshtiré té
aplikohen para vitit 2007.

Edhe pse Ky ishte tentimi i dyté qé té sondohen partité

politike né Magedoni, dhe edhe pse numri i partive té cilat u
péergjigjén u dyfishua, nga 3 né vitin 2005 né 6 né vitin 2006,
MASSO-ja edhe mé tej nuk arriti té marr pérgjigje nga partité
e djathta, si dhe nga partité e shqgiptaréve né Magedoni. Qé
té dy grupet e kétyre partive vazhdojné té kené géndrim
indifferent ndaj ¢éshtjes sé bashkésisé joheteroseksuale né
Magedoni, deri né até shkallé gé njé nga kandidatét gjaté
fushatés parazgjedhore pérdori shprehje té urrejtjes gjaté
njéres prej paraqitjeve té tij publike.
Gjaté periudhés nga 15 gershori deri mé 3 korrik, MASSO-
ja realizoi njé monitoring té fushatés parazgjedhore, si dhe
informoi mediat pér kétéfushaté. Qéllimi i monitoringut ishte
gé té hulumtohen dhe té regjistrohen té gjitha incidentet
e mundshme me shprehje té urrejtjes, deklarata apo
pérmbajtje fyese gé mund té rezultojné me keqgpérdorimin e
bashkésisé joheteroseksuale pér géllime politike, me ¢’rast do
té ngritej niveli i homofobisé né shoqeéri.

Gjaté monitoringut té vet MASSO-ja nuk vérejti asnjé
rast té pérhapjes sé homofobisé, raportim té rrejshém apo
cfaréedo lloj te kegpérdorimit té bashkésise LGBTK né Magedoni
nga ana e mediave. Mediat ishin mjafté profesionale gjate
realizimit té detyrave te veta.

Gjaté fushatés parazgjedhore té partive politike, MASSO-
ja regjistroi njé rast té shprehjes sé urrejtjes té drejtuar kah
bashkésia joheteroseksuale dhe dy raste te kegpérdorimit te
bashkésise.

Né gazetén “Shpic”, 27.06.2006, me titull “Gej - Beteja
pér Magedoniné”/ gazeta “Makedonija denes”, 27.06.2006
me titull “Nuk do té lejojmé martesa homoseksuale”, njé nga
kandidatét Antonio Miloshoski e partive politike VMRO_DPMNE,
éshté cituar duke thene:
“Ne do te deshim t’ju drejtohemi rivaléve tanée politik nga
LSDM-ja, t’ju themi se ky popull i ndershém, i cili e don fenée
dhe kombin nuk guxon askush ta mashtrojé. Ne si parti, mé
sé shumti do t’i kundérvihemi idesé sé LSDM-sé gé té lejojé
martesa mes homoseksualéve. Nuk guxon, njé shogéri e
shéndoshé, ta béjmeé té semure.”

MASSO-ja i regjistroi géndrimet dhe vlerésimet e tilla
fyese dhe té papranueshme. Pérdorimi késaj gjuhe nxit
homofobiné dhe provokon urrejtjen. Njéherit kjo krijon frike
te pjesétarét e bashkésisé LGBTK dhe diferencim nga ana e
shoqerisé. Krijimi njé atmosphere té kétillé mund té rrezikojé
jetén e pakicave né Maqgedoni. Pérfagésuesit politik veprojné
né menyreé retroactive, né vend se té marrin géndrim edukativ
dhe té pérkrahin integrimin e késaj popullate né shogeéri.

Njé dité me voné, i njéjti kandidat mga partia e njéjté edhe
njé her u citua, késaj here nga gazeta “Vecer”, duke théné:
“Né téere kéte varféri dhe katastrofé ekonomike, LSDM-ja ofron
edhe legalizim e martesave té homoseksualéve.”

Deklarata té ngjajshme vazhdojné praktikén e diskreditimit
sistematik té késaj bashkésie té qytetaréve dhe njéherit
kegpérdor dhe margjinalizon, me qéellim gé té fitohen me
shumé poena politik para njé trupi elektoral, qé aktualisht
éshté homofobik.

Ményra e njéjté e veprimit u pranua edhe nga njé
kandidat Slobodan Cahsule nga njé parti tjetér politike VMRO-
NP, i cili né njé emision té hapur né TV “Kanal 5”, thoté se njée
politikan i djathté nga Holanda (Pim Fortuin) u vra pér shkak té
orientimit té tij seksual. MASSO-ja nuk i ka té njohura motivet
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pér deklaratén e kétij kandidati, por paralajméron se ményra
e tillé e shpérndarjes sé informative mund té jené shenjé e
njé fushate pér frikésimin e bashkésisé joheteroseksuale.
Para fillimit té heshtjes parazgjedhore, MASSO-ja registroi
fletushka dhe grafite me pérmbajtje té njeéjte, ne lagjen Karposh
4, né té cilat shénohej: “Béhu gej! Voto pér Gruevskin!”

Edhe pse kryersit e késaj vepre nuk jané té njohur per MASSO-
n, ne gjithashtu e regjistrojmé kété ngjarje si shembull
evident i shprehjes sé urrejtjes me géllim té diskreditimit té
njé kandidati politik.

Ngjarjet gjaté periudhés parazgjedhore, si dhe gjate
fushatés parazgjedhore nxorén né pah njkohésisht edhe
ngjarje positive e edhe negative, qé posedojné potencial pér
t’u shendruar ne trende té skenés bashkekohore politke né
Magedoni.

Dyfishimi i pérgfjigjeve né pyetésor nga 3 né vitin 2005 né 6
né vitin 2006, si dhe implementimi i té drejtés pér té formuar
PArtnerite té Regjistruara té Personave té Gjinisé sé Njéjte,
né programin parazgjedhor té LSDM-s€, dhe pérkrahja publike
pér té njéjtén temé nga ana e PLD-s€, AD-sé dhe RDM-sé mund
té sugjerojné fillimin e njé trendi pozitiv pér vetdijésimin péer
nevojén pér té implementuar céshtjen e bashkésisé LGBTK née
programet e partive politike né Magedoni.

Duke pasur parasysh faktin se kjo eshté hera e paré gé njée
temé e tillé diskutohet nga partité politike, e bén edhe mé té
veshtiré tentimin pér té parashikuar pérséritjen e té njéjtes
ne té ardhmen. Pa marr parasysh se si do té zhvillohen ngjarjet
né té ardhmen, MASSO-ja beson se vepra té tilla té partive ge
kishin guximin té jené nismétar té késaj teme, duhet publikisht
t’ju shprehet mirénjohje dhe lévdaté.

Fatkeqgésisht, keqgpérdorimi public i bashkésisé
joheteroseksuale nga ana e disa kandidatéve partiak dhe
aktivistéeve, VMRO-DPMNE,VMRO-NP, gjithashtu mund té
shérbejé si paralajmérim pér ndodhi té ngjajshme né té
ardhmen. Prandaj MASSO-ja fton té gjitha insitucionet relative
nacionale dhe internacionale, publikisht té gjykojne kéeto
akte dhe té béjné presin mé té fugishém ndaj organizatave
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dhe partive gé merren me vepra te tilla. Incidente té kétilla
nuk duhet té jené karakteristiké e njé vendi qé bazohet née
baraziné e té gjithé qytetaréve té vet. MASSO-ja gjithashtu,
do té donte té térheq vémendjen e géndrimit indiferent
té partive politike shgiptare né Magedoni dhe injorimin
e vazhdueshém té nevojés péer t’'u marr me problemet e
ndonjé grupi tjetér pakicé. Shpresojmé se né te ardhmen,
blloku politik shqgiptar do té tregojé interes mé té madh pér
bashkésiné joheteroseksuale né Magedoni, bashkési e cila nuk
éshté etnikisht homogjene, por pasqyron shuméllojshmériné
etnike dhe pasuriné e Republikés sé Magedonisé.

Kur gjaté njé konference artistiko - akademike né Londér, njé
kolegu im nga rajoni (saktésisht nga Beogradi), deklaroi se ai
si “mashkull i bardhé heteroseksual” gjithnjé e mé tepér ndje-
het i rrezikuar pér shkak té privilegjeve ge i marrin kohéve te
fundit homoseksualét (lexo: edhe graté edhe té ngjyrosurit),
né publiké mbretéroi heshtja. Ajo gé kétu né Ballkan vleréso-
het si sens pér humor, jo gé atje nuk shkaktoi té geshura por,
pérkundrazi, rezultoi me nje situaté té pakéndshme. Ndérkagq,
njé grua nga publiku komentoi “nése kjo eshté e vertete, te
gjithé ne do té shpérnguleshim né Beograd” me cka potencoi
apsurditetin e thénies hiperbolike se privilegjet e homosek-
sualéve né Beograd do té mund ti rrezikonin té drejtat e het-
eroseksualéve. Njéherit, ajo aludonte edhe né ndjenjén e saj
personale té té geniet e rrezikuar si lezbike gé jeton né nje
nga qytetet mé tolerante ndaj atyre qé kané pércaktim te
ndryshém seksual.

Mé lejoni tani té tentoj té pérgjigjem se pse shakaja e
kolegut tim nuk u pranua né kontekstin akademik anglez dhe
pse mendoj se kjo gjé duhet té na shtyj té mendojmé. Pajto-
hem, shaka, humor dhe anekdota né té cilat temé talljeje jané
homoseksualét (si dhe pjesétarét e grupeve te tjera té margji-
nalizuara dhe subaltere, p.sh. bjondet, hebrenjte, irlandezét,
skocezét etj.) kané ekzistuar edhe né Angli gjithmoné, por dal-
limi kryesor éshté ge kultura e atjeshme dhe opinioni politik
nuk e toleron rirréfimin e tyre. Pér cdo deklaraté gé éshte
ofenduese pér njé grup té caktuar té margjinalizuar kérkohet
falje publike, e shpesh kéto raste pérfundojné me doréheqgje
vullnetare apo té imponuar nga funksioni nga fytyra publike
gé ka bére “lapsusin” né fjalé. Paramendoni sa professor,
asistenté, gazetar, madje edhe persona kishtar do té duhej té
pérshéndeteshin me funksionet e tyre kur nuk do té pranonin
rregulllat pér sjellje korrekte té fytyrave publike. Kur njé per-
son i caktuar ftohet te flase publikisht, né njé konference apo
debat publik né radio apo television, apo kur shkruan né medi-
at e shtypit, péer shkak té autoritetit dhe ekspertizés se vet né
njé fushé te caktuar, marrja e rolit té tillé te flasé nga pozita
e njohurive dhe autoritetit (e me kété edhe fuqisé€)térheq me
vete edhe pérgjegjési mé té madhé shogérore pér até se cka
do té deklaroj né até kontekst publik.
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Ndoshta ajo gé éeshté shkruar mé larté duket e par-
ashikushme dhe evidente. Prej ku, atéheré, dalin ngjarjet e
péerditshme homofobike té shumé profesoréve dhe asistentéve
universitar, artistéve dhe intelektualéve té tjeré (shih: Zharko
Trajkoski, “Hija e homoseksualitetit sillet mbi Magedoni” Ident-
itete, Vol.4, Nr. 1/2, 2005, fage 201-239) tema e té cilave, ng-
jashém me até té kolegut nga fillimi i kétij teksti, ka té béjée
me privilegjet gé gézojné homoseksualét? Prandaj, akoma
nuk éshté shterrur nevoja gé vazhdimisht té pérkujtohemi née
pergjegjésineé gé térheq cdo vendim qgé té pérdoret ndonjée
shaka naive apo koment me humor pér géllime retorike.

Secili gé edhe vetém sipérfagésisht eshté interesuar péer
retorikén, e ka té qarté se né kontekste té caktuara publiku
mé sé lehti dhe mé sé shpeijti pérfitohet nga folési me ané tée
ndonjé anegdote humoristike, e né vecanti kur behet fjalé péer
ndonjé anegdoté politikisht jokorrekte. Por duhet shtuar fakti
se pak prej nesh kané pérvetésuar mjeshtriné e retorikés deri
né até masé gé té mund té argumentojné pérdorimin e sha-
kasé né llogari té dikujt gé sidoqofté éshté mjafté i tallur dhe
pérbuzur. Té theksoj, dobia personale gé do pérfitonte folési,
p.sh. pozita me té larta né shogéri, me pérdorimin e njé tallje-
je-pérbuzjeje ne llogari té te drejtave té homoseksualéve né
krahasim me démin e shkaktuar éshté né kufi té perversionit.
Dobia afatshkurté, disa buzégeshje nga bashkémendimtarét,
ndoshta disa ftesa péer konferenca nga homofobét e tjeré dhe
ag. Nga ana tjetér démi eéshté shumé i madh.

Behet fjalé pér mbéshtetjen e stereotipeve té caktu-
ara pér homoseksualét dhe qarkullimin e paragjykimeve pér
ato nga pozita e privilegjuar e fugisé gé njéherit do té thoté
kegpérdorim i pozités. Nése miret parasysh dhuna e pérgjakur
ndaj pjesémarrésve né gej-paradén e paré né Beograd, béhet
me e qarté se sa shakaja, né fakt, do té thote edhe fshehje e
njé situate krejtésisht té kundért reale rreth té drejtave dhe
“privilegjeve” té homoseksualéve.

Roli i intelektualéve sot nuk konsiston vetém né reflek-
sionin e vetmjaftueshem né fushen vetanake té ekspertizes,
kohé pas kohe e plotésuar me ndonjé shaka née llogari té ho-
moseksualéve apo ndonjé grupi tjetér té margjinalizuar te
gytetaréve. Nése cdo inteltual/e nuk e sheh veten né rradhét
e para té aktivistéve pér té drejtat e barabarta té té mar-
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gjinalizuarve né bazé té orientimit té ndryshém seksual (kétu
mendoj edhe pér lezbiket, transseksualét, madje edhe pér ato
gé kané seksualitete té ndryshme e gé ndjehen tée shtypur nga
shumica e pérbéré nga heteroseksualét), atéheré sé paku duhet
té jeté i/e vetdijshem/e se paraqitjet jo té analizuara thellé
dhe “ankesat” pér privilegjet e homoseksualéve lené hapsiré
pér identifikim anonim apo publik me ato pozicione nga ana e
konformistéve. Cdo “finté” retorike mandej mund té citohet
apo parafrazohet né kontekste té papritura homofobike, duke
u thirur né autoritetin e té parit gé ka pérdorur até. Efektet e
garkullimit té njé shakaje gqé né shikim té paré duket si naive
dhe e parrezikshme, béhen té paparashikueshme dhe mund té
shumohen me ané té gjeometrisé progresive.

Lufta
pér vendosjen e barazise faktike ndérmjet heteroseksualét
dhe jo-heteroseksualét éshté njé nga imperativet edhe ndér
universitetet né mbaré botén.

Shumé nga kéta universitete | kané té zhvilluara politikat
e tyre antidiskriminuese, qé né vete ngérthejné edhe vendos-
jen e mekanizmave te vecanta né lufté kunder homofobise,
pér promovimin e dallimeve seksuale, dhe pér nxitjen e perso-
nave gé kané orientim seksual tjetérfare.

Sot, rrallé ndonjé nga universitetet kryesore né mbarée
botén, nuk e ka politikén e vet pér mundési té barabarta,
né lufté kundér shgetésimeve gjinore dhe seksuale, si dhe
kundér dukurive té tjera té pabarazisé. Mund té pérmendim
shembuj té shumté pér forma té ndryshme institucionale dhe
programore drejtuar kah eliminimi i barazisé: vendosjen e
normave dhe té kodekseve té vecanta morale, para ¢do lloj in-
tervistimi, pér pranim (JEJL); formimin e bordeve te ndryshme
pér antidiskriminim té cilét vendosin edhe pér ankesat dhe
parashtresat pér homofobi (Universiteti i Micigenit); vendosja
e trupave (organeve) té vecanta, pér shembull Komiteti i uni-
versitetit pér orientim seksual- misioni te cilit éshté né masen
mé té larté té mundshme gé ti “eliminojé aktet e homofobisée

dhe nevojat pér vendosjes e masave pér mbrojtjen té dis-

kriminuarve seksual.
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Si rezultat i promovimit té té drejtave dhe dallimeve
seksuale, universitetet moderne béhen vende ku shumé té
rinjé munden lirshém té shprehin orientimin e tyre seksual,
dhe ku lirshém munden té organizohen pér tu mbrojtur nga
rastet e diskriminimit seksual. Krijimi i atmosferés gé do té
jeté tolerante kah jo-heteroseksualét, behet imperative i pér-
bashkét i trupave studentore dhe universiteteve, sepse éshté
tregues nga i cili varet imazhi i Universitetit, respektivisht
klasifikimi i tijé né listén-rangun né universitetet prestigjioze
dhe té déshiruara.

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ORIENTATION, NOT A DISEASE!
FIFTEEN QUESTIONS REGARDING HOMOSEXUALITY

Homosexuality is a sexual orientation directed towards
persons of the same sex. Apart of the population is exclusively
homosexual, and a part is homo and heterosexual. There are
individuals that display homosexual behavior only when there
are no conditions to engage in heterosexual relations. Homo-
sexuality has been struck down from the list of psychiatric
diagnoses. It is not deviant behavior and is treated as a sexual
orientation: heterosexuality, bisexuality, and homosexuality.

1. What does a person’s (homo or heterosexual) sexual
life represent?

The attainment of physical and emotional pleasure with
a person of the opposite sex , which in itself can mean re-
production, is also to be found in homosexual relationships,
without procreation.

2. Does a person’s sexual orientation have any bearing
on the occurrence of sexual dysfunctions?

Sexual dysfunctions, treated by psychologists, can
equally occur in homo, hetero, and bisexual individuals.

3. How does a homosexual individual feel in an intimate
relationship with a person of the opposite sex?

The same as a heterosexual individual with a person
of the same sex. Definitely unpleasant, this is the source of
a number of unpleasant emotions, promiscuity (changing of
partners), hiding behind heterosexual marriages, procreation
and causing pain to the heterosexual partner by showing an
unauthentic interest in him/her.

4. What is the sexual orientation in adolescents?

Adolescent insecurity is quite common in regards to
their sexuality. Displaying homosexual curiosity does not mean
homosexual tendencies. The majority of adolescents (84%)
find sexual pleasure with a person of the opposite sex, still we
must not promote homophobia, nor should we also promote
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homosexuality. The turbulent adolescent period is the period
of choice.

5. Are the sexual phases experienced by both homosex-
uals and heterosexuals the same?

Completely the same.

6. What is to blame for homo or heterosexual promiscu-
ity, and in which sexual orientation is it more common?

Promiscuity is a part of the unsatisfied sexual and emo-
tional needs of a given individual. Promiscuity is present both
among the homosexual and the heterosexual population. It is
especially present among the latent (male) homosexual popu-
lation. These individuals seeking their true partner, and being
unwilling to accept their own sexual orientation, in order to
be accepted by their surroundings, change female sexual part-
ners, however none of them will be the “right one”. This is
the cause of many broken families, vices, sexual dysfunctions,
impotence, premature ejaculation...

7. Is there a link between heterosexual anal sex and ho-
mosexual tendencies?

Absolutely not, the anal zone is an erogenous zone, both
in homo and heterosexual relations.

8. Do same sex adolescent sexual games have any influ-
ence in steering individuals towards homosexuality?

Usually not, it is a passing phase.

9. Do homosexual and heterosexual erotic contacts in
adolescence present a forewarning that the given individual
will be homosexual?

No, unless we are talking about abuse, and as long as it
has been shared with counselors and psychiatrists.

10. What is homosexuality, and what are homosexual
feelings void of homosexual behavior?

Homoerotic feelings may be fantasmically present, and
yet be never realized in practice if they are a part of latent

homosexuality.

11. Why do some homosexuals maintain heterosexual
relations in public?

The trend of heterosexuality and the stigma attached to
homosexuality, social and family unacceptance, all play their
part, as well as the unrediness of the individual to come to
terms with their sexuality.

12. Are there differences in physical appearance, as
well as the concentration of hormones between homo and
heterosexuals?

Effemininity and masculinity do not always mean homo-
sexuality and vice versa. Hormonal differences are the result
of endochrinological imbalances.

13. What are the differences between male and female
homosexuality in regards to common social contact with per-
sons of the opposite sex?

Female homosexuality is generally more accepted

14. What are the typical responses of heterosexual par-
ents if their children are homosexual?

The overall response is unacceptance. Here we are talk-
ing about children in the post-adolcent period, with an already
formed sexual orientation. We must not forget that the only
uncompromising love is that of a parent.

15. What is the way in which homosexuals are treated
by heterosexuals in our country?

It is individual, and it falls between extremes, full ac-
ceptance and homophobia.

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MARCH 8TH IS NOT MOTHER’S DAY

March 8th is not Mother’s Day nor is it the Women’s Day
and it is definitely not the day which celebrates the achieved
victory. It is a day which marks the beginning of the organized
struggle to attain formal and factual equality of women and
men. A fight which from the very beginning was understood to
be a prolonged one and is far from over.

No one disputes the fact that much has been achieved
since the first demonstrations held by women as well as the
first time the issue of equality was posed as a problem of civi-
lizational development and the development of the democrat-
ic community in particular. However it is equally indisputable
that the abovementioned achievements are above all formal.
(the creation of formal legal conditions of gender equality and
the gradual removal of normative limitations), while there are
still few factual ones (on the field of achieving such changes
which will fundamentally alter people’s behaviour and will
render the already begun process irreversible).

The biggest step forward in achieving factual equal-
ity was made by the inclusion of equality between women
and men in the context of the concept of human rights. This
opened up the way for nondiscrimination directives to be
specified within the context of the concrete manner in which
women are discriminated in their private and public lives. The
struggle for equality did not end with the equal representation
of women in politics, with the ban on direct discrimination
(whether that is normative or practical) but actually it deep-
ened the struggle to spill into the private sphere of everyday
relations between women and men.

The already achieved formal declarative gender equal-
ity in public life is factually unattainable (and often absurdly
senseless) in a fully masculine world in which the rules of the
game have been tailored to the liking of men. Every attempt
of making fun of women in a world that abides by the rules of
men means that a given woman is forced to either denounce
her biological specificity and masculinate herself or to super-
ficially willingly make her “free” choice and accept her tradi-
tionally determined role in society. In both “options” women
are subject to negations, denigration, unique forms of vio-
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lence (which with them carry a sexual component as primary),
as well as greater attempts to prove themselves in order to be
granted equality in the same settings.

In the modern world, women are far from being equal
partners of men. The relations between the genders are yet
to overcome the phase of one that has power and one that is
attempting to limit that power (note that this is far from any
attempt of power-sharing), The Centers of decision making
(places which decide matters of life and/or death) are still
reserved for a particular gender (the exceptions support this
rule). Gender equality is still a thin layer of film, which can
be easily removed when the question of the highest levels of
decision making is posed, and can be removed even more eas-
ily in the instance of opposed opinions.

This situation is not vastly different in Macedonia. After
60 years of paying lip-service to gender equality, deeply en-
trenched stereotypes and prejudices easily and quickly come
to the surface (thus rearing its ugliest head of open sexism and
gender/sex based insults).

It is this continual perpetuation of the traditional patri-
archal model which predetermines the relationships between
the genders and manifests itself through:

1. a lack of perception of the real dimension of gender
based discrimination.

2. a lack of organized structures which are to systemati-
cally address the problems of formal and factual discrimina-
tion.

3. the development of opportunist organization which
adapt to party goals and programs (clashing with them in very
rare and isolated situations).

The result is disheartening (in regards to its content as
well as in regards to how far fetched it is) Perhaps the best
way to exemplify this is the strong “display of emotions” of
one of my colleagues (who does not even deal with the issue of
gender equality), prompted by the actions of the “women’s”
organizations in Macedonia:

“l believe that the work of the “women’s” associations
requires a serious analysis and stronger criticism. What kind of
women’s emancipation is she talking about? How are women
to get involved in politics when they are tied down at home?
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What woman, who works 10-12 hours, six days a week at a
textile mill, will get involved in politics? What mother with
children will get involved in politics when she does not have
anyone to look after her children? Did they react to the ended
of after school daycare? Have they reacted to the fact that
fathers are not admitted to the pediatric units, so they can be
with their children? Did they react to the limitations on mater-
nity leave, or that fact that their compensation is 3-4 months
late? How many fathers use paternity leave? How many female
students have to give up their studies because they have to
give birth and then they have to look after their children, so
they look for whatever work they can find? What kind of a
women’s organization is this, an organization of women that
have gone into retirement, so then they can organize day trips
on March 8th and friendship nights in order to reminisce of the
days when they were young, just so that in the end they will
dance to her tune?!”

The position of non-heterosexual women is even more
dire (women who are outside of the safety net afforded by
marital or stabile non-marital heterosexual unions) The dif-
ferentiation of sexual orientation (which in and of itself means
having to discuss sex) sets apart lesbians as a stigmatized
group, and the denouncement of the traditional protection
offered by the husband, makes them targets of greater vio-
lent behaviour. To be a lesbian in Macedonia often means the
loss of informal protection mechanisms which are offered by
women’s NGOs and the denouncement of the common root of
discrimination

Yes | do believe that March 8th is necessary, but we
need a different March 8th. We need a day which will remind
us that we are at the beginning of the struggle, and that we
need to unambiguously state that they word man needs to be
made equal to the word woman.

WHEREFORE GLBT RIGHTS?

The fight for equal rights for non-heterosexuals is firstly
a fight against discrimination on the basis of sexual orienta-
tion. When we talk about discrimination in broad terms, we
have to take into consideration every differentiation, exclu-
sion, or limitation which negatively influences the enjoyment
or recognition of human rights. We are well acquainted with
differentiation, exclusion, or limitation on the basis of race,
colour of skin, gender, status, social background, religion,
ethnicity... Unfortunately we are aware to a lesser extent of
the fact that discrimination can be also founded under sexual
orientation.

The fight to recognise gay-lesbian-bisexual-transsexual-
rights is not a fight for some special or supplementary rights,
but rather about the same human rights enjoyed by hetero-
sexuals. It is a fight about the same rights that have been
practically denied to the non-heterosexuals as a result of dis-
crimination based on sexual orientation and as a consequence
of the constant threat of social exclusion.

But why even talk about gay-lesbian-bisexual-transsex-
ual rights, when we know that the concept of human rights,
fleshed out in numerous international documents, includes in
and of itself the fact that all human rights belong to all human
beings, everywhere? Why do non-heterosexual continue on to
fight for GLBT rights, when human rights are recognised and
protected by numerous international document which do not
know of any separation along the lines of sexual orientation?

The same questions can be posed in regards to wom-
en’s rights, national minority rights, the rights of the child,
and the rights of the remaining vulnerable and discriminated
groups. In the same way that there is the need to talk about
women'’s rights; as sexual equality (in the sense of equal rights
on paper) does not mean gender equality in reality (practical
enjoyment of equal rights); thus there is also the need to talk
about GLBT rights. Equality between sexual orientations solely
on paper (in the conventions on human rights) does not also
mean factual equality of sexual orientations, i.e. the practical
enjoyment of the same human rights in everyday life.
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Differently said, in everyday life, non-heterosexuals are
faced with greater injustice and challenges than heterosexu-
als. In everyday life non-heterosexuals are at a greater risk of
becoming victims of greater injustice, loss of dignity and of
their human rights, as well as victims of psychological, physi-
cal or structural violence.

For example, heterosexuals may freely express their
sexual orientation in public, at work, in the media without
fearing social exclusion or without threatening their dignity. In
a society where heterosexuality is understood to be the norm,
non-heterosexuals have real reasons to believe that by pub-
licly displaying their sexual difference they can easily become
victims of social exclusion and loss of dignity, and even receive
threats to their physical integrity. In a society where negative
stereotypes are prevalent towards any divergence from het-
erosexuality; in a society where the majority still sees homo-
sexuality as something abnormal, immoral, or as a psychologi-
cal illness or aberration, the members of the sexual minorities
have real reasons for fear on various grounds.

The fight for GLBT rights is not the fight for sexual
freedom and equality, it is not the fight of sexual minorities
against the cultural dominance of the heterosexual minority,
it is also the fight to respect sexual differences and to recog-
nise and protect sexual rights. It was the non-heterosexuals
who first started the intensive public debate about sexual
equality, about the need to regulate sexuality and the future
of the family, in our country. Those countries which have not
opened public debates about the abovementioned topics are
justifiably considered to be undemocratic and totalitarian.
Due to this, initiating public debate in a country where sexu-
ality is considered to be taboo, where terms such as “sexual-
ism” (instead of sexuality) and “sexual directedness” (instead
of sexual orientation) are used in legal instances is an unusual
contribution to the process of democratisation of Macedonia.
As democracy as an ideal does not only mean the attainment
of the principle of control (or “rule”) on behalf of the people,
but also the principle of equality.
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It is due to this that today we cannot speak about a
democratic society if that society does not care about the
principle of sexual equality, if it does not take active mea-
sures to eliminate discrimination on the basis of sexual orien-
tation, and one that does not contribute to the promotion and
respect of sexual differences and rights. Our fight to elimi-
nate discrimination on the basis of sexual orientation does not
solely mean changes to the legal framework. Such changes
included the decriminalisation of homosexuality in 1996 and
the recent striking down of “homosexualism” as one of the
breaches of military discipline. The fight to eliminate sexual
discrimination does not solely mean the introduction of new
legislature - such as the initiatives to introduce the Law on an-
tidiscrimination (according to which sexual discrimination will
be explicitly mentioned as the basis for discrimination) and
the law on registered partnerships (which will legalise non-
heterosexual unions, which in turn will enable the enjoyment
of almost all rights enjoyed by those in some form of het-
erosexual union) Despite the legal changes, the state needs
to take concrete measures to eliminate negative stereotypes
and homophobia (the irrational fear and hatred towards in-
dividuals who are sexually and emotionally attached to per-
sons of the same sex). The state needs to also, support the
concrete activities of the associations of citizens, fighting for
LGBT rights, and needs to draft a strategy and action plan to
fight homophobia and eliminate discrimination on the basis of
sexual orientation.

It is only by taking active measures on behalf of the
state, that the conditions can be created to change the per-
ception of society of homosexuality as a societal threat, to
prevent public attempts to negate the existence of homosex-
uality and the everyday instances of cultural denigration of
homosexuality as well as of the non-heterosexuals. Without
the defining of a clear platform and without the forming of a
broad coalition between the institutions of the state and the
non-government sector fighting for equality, the Government
policies of fighting against all forms of discrimination will sim-
ply remain a declarative wish intended for the international
factor. The best way to convince the member countries of the
EU that 90% of our citizens are for Macedonia’s entry into the
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EU is the quick adoption of the Antidiscrimination Law as well
as the Law on Registered Partnerships, and the defining of
the state policies to combat discrimination and homophobia.
As the fight for LGBT rights is not only a dignified struggle of
sexual minorities, but rather the fight of all of those who be-
lieve that we need to create conditions in our society in which
all human rights will belong to all people, and not just some
people.

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TO BE “GAY”:
A QUESTION OF INDENTITY

Some time ago we witnessed a scandal which was uncovered
and raised by a segment of our general public. A psychiatrist
from Macedonia had been treating homosexuals with a type of
treatment that could cause prostate cancer, as well as cause
addiction. How can this happen at the turn of the 21st century
in a country,which aspires to be ( or that has always been)
European, that within the ranks of institutional psychiatry for
an individual to attempt to “treat” homosexuality thus utilis-
ing hormonal therapy? How can an individual, to whom the
system has awarded the status of competency, believe that
homosexuality is a disease, foremost biological in character,
which needs to be treated as a physiological aberration? | am
intentionally using the term “believe” as what this man of sci-
ence i.e. doctor understands as their professional assumption
is largely due to a certain ideology (worldview, philosophy)
that has embedded itself in neutral scientific thought.

This claim is not my personal revolutionary insight, but
rather the position which has become one of the axioms of
mainstream contemporary social thought in the last decades
of the century that just ended. The poster child of this scien-
tific milestone which overturned the myth of objective scien-
tific thought is Michele Foucault, which he achieved through
his scientific anthropologic analyses of the “ideologies of the
clinic”. Foucault as well as other influential thinkers of the
post-modern era, have shown that the ideological horizon of
the times in which we live, attempts to infiltrate itself into
the “supposedly” objective sciences, through invisible ven-
ues. Thus today even in the so called exact sciences (quantum
physics, biomolecular chemistry, genetics) gauge the degree
of influence of the scientific subject on the perception and
even demeanor of the subject studied.

Further proof that there is a great deal of ideology in
science is the fact that in 1973 by way of decree (an offi-
cial document with the intent of becoming law) issued by the
American Psychiatric Association, homosexuality was stricken
from the list of disorders. A number of associations, with envi-
ronments of similar relevance, have issued such decrees with
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global reference in their respective fields. This leads us to be-
lieve that such “decrees” are necessary in order to transform
and develop healthcare institutions. When | say transform and
develop | am speaking about a type of development in the
direction | am elaborating about. | mean transform and de-
velop in the aspect of the democratization of the healthcare
institutions. Clinical practice as well as clinical environments
also are (or at least should be) subject to the process of de-
mocratization.

Now, what would this process of democratisation mean,
what steps would this process take and what values would
it introduce? One of the pillars of democracy, at least in the
contemporary meaning of the word, is the respect for the dif-
ference in identity. The term gender covers the field of every-
thing a particular human being experiences as a type of soci-
etal meaning prescribed to the gender to which the individual
belongs as well as variations of the same. Gender is a concept
that relates to the existential dimension of one’s existence
in one’s gender. Thus gender is an identity and a homosexual
position in one’s gender is an identity category.

Thus is order to democratise our clinics as well as other
institutions, we need to by way of decree adopt the position
that homosexuality is a gender and sexual identity, and not a
biological of psychological anomaly. By this | mean the need of
a legal guarantee that homosexuality is a choice of life and an
identity category. This guarantee needs to supplemented by
the one that states that the respect for this difference of iden-
tity as well as others (gender, culture and other identities) will
be enshrines in the policies and institutions of the system.

In order to strive for such legal guarantees it is neces-
sary to promote the concept of gender as an identity category
as apposed to sex as a biological term. The latter will enable
new clinical policies which will perceive the term “woman” as
an identity category and not as a biological reproductive func-
tion, and the term “homosexual” as a gender-sexual identity
and not as a hormonal aberration.

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HAVE WE FORGOTTEN THE CONCEPT OF HUMANISM?

A few years back | was appalled when | read in our daily press
that serious attempts had been made in the US to “cure” ho-
mosexuals!? There were even some claims of a large number
of volunteers that had signed up for this “treatment” and
that, believe it or not, some of them had been “successfully
cured”. In the promised land of democracy and respect for
human rights, someone had attempted to “allow” the “right”
of homosexuals to return to the true path of sexual orientation
which is guaranteed by “Mother Nature”.

Society and culture sometimes try to correct the “de-
viations” of nature in a very peculiar and twisted manner.
Will the next steps focus on the changing of the character-
istics of the races(in order for us all to happily belong to the
white race)? How far are we from the experiments of Doctor
Mengele, with the intent to, through means of physical and
structural violence (genetic engineering?), officialize the su-
premacy of man over nature, without thinking of what we are
doing to the world in which we live and which we like to call
humane? It is clear that Huxley’s negative utopia (A Brave New
World) has begun to materialize for some time now: what is
in the crosshairs of man’s demonstration of his power being
anything that can be used as a victim, an object (or subject)
of manipulation and exploitation. Thus the poor, the drug us-
ers and the homosexuals were blamed on “spreading” AIDS in
our midst, in order for us to explain away the reason why we
have returned to neo-conservatism and cultural imperialism
(the plotters would never admit to this, of course). We have
disciplined the basic human needs in follicles of the rule of
law and guarantee of fundamental human freedoms, however
under the close scrutiny of the weights and measures of values
which are difficult to change outside of the context of historic
cognition or the recent existential fears and contradictions.
We have presented cultural differences, uniquenesses, and
wealth of human reactions induced by the responses to the
complicated challenges of life, to be of extreme importance,
while not doing anything of substance to pave the way for
their logical, non-violent and collaborative development. Am
| due to this be more or less appalled that inMacedonia a psy-
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chiatrist decided to hormonally treat a gay man who turned to
his as a patient as he was not able to cope with his “cultural
difference” and the stigmatization of his lifestyle in the envi-
ronment in which he lives, and not as a “sick” individual? Or
how bittersweet is this situation when it becomes an issue of
political correctness on the topic of whether or not same-sex
marriages need to be legalized in our country!? No one has
even thought about the fact that if a person wishes to realize
this right, they are doing that in order to become a legitimate
member of a society in which this given person needs to and
can protect certain existential needs. One the other hand, is
this not further confirmation that individuals with different
lifestyles respect the institutions of society which legitimize
certain fundamental ways of human grouping, i.e. family for
example.

As far as the issue of socialization of children, and their
identity is concerened, the greatest factor in this playes the
degree of care and love, understanding and respect on behalf
of those who are the caretakers, and not their sexual orien-
tation. After all, does homosexuality not occur in individuals
who have been born and raised in the bounds of heterosexual
marriage? The aversion, the stigmatization and rejection on
behalf of the environment are not factors of neglect, but at
the same time they are not the reason to forbid the digni-
fied right to express identities, not based on destructivity, but
rather the desire to openly love and commune on the basis of
commonality and understanding of human communication in
one’s own way (without the desire to hurt or suppress those
different from them).

Some research into orientation of values and youth life-
styles that | did together with some of my colleagues from
the Faculty of Philosophy in Skopje showed some interest-
ing and yet controversial results. Macedonian youth showed
a high degree of maturity, openness and humanness in their
life orientations and value systems. However a great number
of them demonstrated open homophobia and ethnocentrisms.
Such contradictions direct us to the fact that our socio-cul-
tural reality lays on some problematic foundations: the un-
imaginable discrepancy between the idea of human needs as a
broad and dynamic concept and the ideology of freedom most
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often wrongfully postulated on the contemporary hypocritical
concepts of civilization, on one hand, and the cruel reality of
a society and culture burdened by the conflict of values and
unresolved existential problems on the other. Thus, yet again
the slightly traditional and sometimes contemporary, collec-
tive myths cloud the basic picture of thelong forgotten con-
cept of humanism. According to it, no human need, no aspect
of freedom is to be a marginalized, pejorative, sidelined ques-
tion, including and respecting the choice of lifestyles (such
as homosexuality for example),which have come out of com-
pletely different culture matrixes.

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WITH LOVE AGAINST HATRED AND VIOLENCE

Those who pay lip service to love are spreading hatred, those
who seemingly strive for tolerance openly discriminate “ those
are some of the paradoxes we are currently experiencing dur-
ing our “democratic transition”.

So instead of spreading peace, love and tolerance the
Macedonian Orthodox Church continues on with its tradition to
public incite hatred and antagonism towards specific groups in
society. The latest public lashing out of the monopoly called
the Macedonian Orthodox Church is the pointing of the fin-
ger at the homosexual community, that is seeking to have its
right to marry approved, and the condemnation of homosexual
marriages as “evil” and “sin”. Even though the civil initiative
was for the legalisation of registered partnerships, there are
continuous attempts to publicise theses against the right to
marry.

Trying to act as a shadow Government, the Macedonian
Orthodox Church at the session of their Synod adopted some
quasi-conclusions that marriages between same sex part-
ners are “unnatural, immoral, contrary to the position of the
church, unallowable”. As if the Highest Court in the country
had made a ruling, the Macedonian Orthodox Church dares to
forbid same-sex marriages. Playing the role of a legislative
entity, the Macedonian Orthodox Church “does not allow for
any attempts to their legalisation”.

Who has given the Macedonian Orthodox Church the
right to be simultaneously a shadow Government, Court and
Parliament in a secular country such as the Republic of Mace-
donia?

Indeed, who has given the Macedonian Orthodox Church
the right to incite negative stereotypes and prejudice against
homosexuals and openly spread homophobia and discrimi-
nation against a group of citizens simply because this group
wants to have the rights as everyone else?

I ask myself, what else will also be pronounced to be
“evil” and “sin, condemned and forbidden by the Macedonian
Orthodox Church: Is it the marriages that have not been con-
tracted in the Church? Spouses who do not wish to have chil-
dren? Partners who do not wish to marry? Divorced partners?

n
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Illegitimate children? Are all of the individuals that have mar-
ried outside of the church evil, sinful and need to be subjects
of condemnation on the grounds of morality?

I also ask myself how far does the Macedonian Orthodox
Church plan to go with its issuing of irrational lists of all things
forbidden. What all needs to be forbidden and condemned in
order for the Synod of the Macedonian Orthodox Church to
be “content”? Should we stop going to the movies, not watch
blaspheming horror movies on TV, stop listening to the radio
and not surf the web of the devil in which many evils and
temptations lurk? Should we no longer watch the Eurovision
song contest where “Satanists” are pronounced as winners?

The public displays of homophobia and intolerance need
to be intercepted by even more numerous public appearances
during which different messages will be sent. For example,
despite the official ban by the authorities and the condemna-
tion of the local Church, Moscow held a short Gay Pride parade
which promoted the right of peaceful gathering and protest-
ing. The parade had an unhappy ending after a masked group
of skinheads attacked the participants which in turn lead to
a police intervention. Although the organisers of the parade
were prevented from realising their original plan and lay flow-
ers at the Tomb of the Unknown Soldier ( a right afforded to all
other citizens of Moscow) the messages managed to get across
- There are people in Russia who are not only victims of intol-
erance and discrimination but also under perpetual threat of
being victims of violence when they attempt to fulfill one of
their human rights.

At the same time Moscow hosted the International
Conference Against Homophobia, during which the General
Secretary of the Council of Europe, Terry Davis pointed out
that unfortunately homophobia is not the greatest concern of
homosexual through out Europe, bur rather violence and ha-
tred.

Here is what the Commissioner of Human Rights at the
Council of Europe, Thomas Hamarberg, said while commenting
on the official ban of the parade: “The right to gather peace-
fully is the foundation of every democratic society and the
right of every human being. If the authorities are fearing any
violence, they need to increase security at such events and

not ban them”.
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Many of us are skeptical in regards to the idea of or-
ganising a gay parade. Some even ask the question: What is
actually the message of gay parades?

If in a given democratic society all rights belong to
all people, then the right to gather peacefully in public be-
longs also to the homosexuals. If the Macedonians, Albanians,
Roma, women, workers made redundant, tobacco producers,
college students, MPs, young married couples etc... can hold
public protests and no one ask why, then homosexuals too can
through a public protest or a peaceful gathering promote or
seek protection of their rights. The questions why and what is
their message become redundant.

Until there is a public protest or a peaceful gathering
of homosexuals in Macedonia we will not know whether the
homosexual community here can also practically enjoy this
human right!

A gay parade is not a provocation, but a realisation of a
human right fundamental to democratic societies. The voice
of a group of people socially scorned simply due to their dif-
ferent sexuality must resound in the general public. The gen-
eral public must see that homosexuals exist and their political
demands are not less important than the demands of young
married couples, tobacco producers, cucumber growers etc...
The voice of the downtrodden and scorned must be heard and
stifle the hypocritical and intolerant messages of this conser-
vative Church as well as all others who do not respect differ-
ent kinds of love.

The message of gay parades is a message of love against
hatred and violence.

A long list of ministers, rock stars, artists, business peo-
ple and every day Joe’s appear in Western media to say that
there is nothing unnatural in them and fight for their rights
which not too long ago seemed unattainable, the right to be
registered as partners, some places they can even be parents,
and almost in all places to be made part of the process of dis-
tribution of their partner’s property.

In Macedonia there is one man who is spearheading the
struggle of the people who love the right to free sexual orien-
tation, in order to gain the type of support on behalf of society
as they believe should be.

Kocho Andonovski mustered the courage, in a society
which is essentially conservative and traditional and tends to
despise all who are different, to publicly fight against that
which these people consider to be unjust.

There are no celebrities, there are no organised pro-
tests, there is no elaborate support, there is just the hidden
desire. The homosexuals of the West had to walk a long path,
longer than the one to the Moon, to withstand countless moral
floggings, but through public visibility, especially that of ce-
lebrities, to display to society their differences.

The Macedonian transitional period is facing a problem

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THE POLITICAL (?) AND SEXUAL ORIENTATION IN

The middle of May was the latest date by which the political
parties were supposed to submit their response to the Ques-
tionnaire sent by MASSO as to whether or not they will include
the resolvement of the social and legal status of the LGBT
community by securing equal opportunities for all.

The results are already well known. The left oriented
parties are in favour (not all) the right oriented parties are
not. Although around the world it was the liberal parties that
made the legal changes in regards to LGBT issues, the Liberal
Party here is not willing to give its support for the draft law on
Registered Partnerships, and does not see the unwillingness to
recognise same-sex unions as discrimination. The Socialists did
not even bother to send a response. They, just like the right
oriented parties, not only are they completely disinterested
about the problems of a certain group of citizens, they do not
even deem them worthy of an answer. Equality is something we
cannot even discuss. The Socialist would like to take a census
of us, and they even did, they counted 17 all in all. It remains
unclear as to how they recognised these 17. | would like to
ask them to inform me as to how they can tell and what their
method is, as it would help me greatly in life. “Comrades!”,
even if there were one in the country, that person is entitled
to a dignified life and equal treatment by the state. And as far
as the number of non-heterosexual voters is concerned, one
must not forget that just as you can be secretly bisexual or gay
or lesbian it is in the same manner that you vote, in secret.
For the Albanian bloc we non-heterosexuals simply do not ex-
ist, regardless if their political orientation leans to the right
or to the left, and regardless of the fact that their platforms
are based on the principle of human rights. It seems as if they
have their own definition of human rights. Apparently, not all
human beings can have their human rights.

Toward the end of April | had a meeting with the Lib-
eral and the Green Europarlamentarians at which it was not
difficult to see that they were surprised at the attitudes and
behaviour of their Macedonian colleagues in regards to this
issue. They asked for us to furnish the answers of the political
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parties in order for them to officially define the discrepancies
should they exist.

Recently | took part in a show during which a represen-
tative of a centre of right political party “debated” on the is-
sue of LGBT right, and made it quite clear that they do not see
Macedonia as a secular state. Before drafting any legal docu-
ment they consult the representatives of the religious commu-
nities. | cannot stop to wonder if the only such “privilege” is
awarded to the LGBT community and the legal solutions which
regulate their status in Macedonia. This has remained unclear,
even though the religious communities will be consulted later,
right now they have other priorities “closely linked” to EU
integration. | mean honestly, you cannot expect the citizen to
always be a priority. And not every citizen is to be a priority.
We all know they way things go and the traditions in which
they do so.

| am perpetually bothered by one thought also “closely
linked” to EU integration. Our strategy in attaining this goal
is unclear to me. First we claim that we believe in the basic
values of the EU and that we would like to introduce those
common values into our system, and when the time comes
to do that all of a sudden we are surprised at what is asked
of us. We play the victim for a couple of years and in the
end we offer the necessary “sacrifice” in order to gain entry
into the great European family. Not as victors nor as a country
that has understood and implemented the contemporary Eu-
ropean system focused on the citizen, but rather as victims.
Thus our strategy remains unclear. Do we want a developed
society with firm basic institutions in order to secure a digni-
fied life for every citizen, or do we just like to talk about it?
Do we believe in these basic EU values? Do we even want to
go where we are currently going? Where are we going? What is
our orientation...?

There is something wrong with our strategy. We adver-
tise ourselves on CNN but people in Europe are going to vote
on our entry into the EU...

If you were to look at the situation in the Western Bal-
kans, you will see that all countries aspire towards the EU,
but only Croatia stands out due to its “natural belonging” to
Europe, as was pointed out by Olie Rehn some time ago. Mace-
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donia simply floats around in the “greater picture” of the Bal-
kans (Western) along with the rest. And judging by the way
we have been working on our image, it will be that way for a
long time.

| think that if were to look on things, not as a problem
but rather as an opportunity, not only will we attain secu-
rity for all citizens, but we may also become more successful
and separate ourselves from the vast grayness of the Western
Balkans. We can even change the perception people have of
us. If Macedonia in this given situation in the Balkans, legally
regulates the status of the LGBT community, and protect it
from discrimination, it will resound powerfully through out Eu-
rope. A strong message that we understand and are seriously
working on the process of integration. We will confirm our
resoluteness to build a European Macedonia and gain as pow-
erful allies countries which will go to referendums about our
entry into the EU. All they have heard about us has been bad.
Unfortunately they do not watch CNN much in Europe to see
our commercials. Adopting the law on Registered Partnerships
will surely mean thousands of news and agency reports about
Macedonia and this time it will be about something good.
Thousands of headlines on the largest news TV station, means
the spreading of this information through a large number of
civic networks which will surely want to help our path to the
EU. All of this advertising for free.

If, due to the EU association problems it is facing now,
Bulgaria were to decide to break the ice and make legal
changes resolving the LGBT status in order to better its image,
you can forget all about the strategy | was just writing about.
There can only be one first place winner.

As far as changing the mindset is concerned, let’s not
kid ourselves, that is a long process. You cannot change opin-
ions and the way something has been viewed for centuries that
easily. We are not to fall into the trap that we need to change
the mindset and then change the legal status of the LGBT
community. Imagine if we had waited to change the mindset
of people and then make women legally equal to men. Do
you think that people in Macedonia would be (are) ready for

female equality?
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I do not have two lives and cannot live with the fact
that during this one life | will have to live on unequal terms,
that | will not be able to form a union with my partner, that |
will not be able to help him when he will need me most. Why
would | live like that? Why should the state be mother to some
and step-mother to others?

THE PRE-ELECTION PERIOD 2006 AND THE LGBTQ COMMU-
NITY IN MACEDONIA

14 July 2006
Introduction

The Parliamentary Elections of 2006 were a chance for
politicians and political parties in Macedonia to demonstrate
their political maturity as well as their acceptance and adher-
ence to the principles governing a country based on equality
and tolerance of differences. During the run-up to the elec-
tions, MASSO undertook activities to gauge the political readi-
ness to address issues affecting Macedonia’s LGBTQ commu-
nity as well as its possible misuse and abuse in the press and
the political parties for political gain.

On 10 February 2006, MASSO distributed a question-
naire in both Macedonian and Albanian to all political parties
in order to discover any shifts in parties’ policies to resolving
the legal status of the LGBTQ community in the country. Un-
fortunately, MASSO had to extend its initial deadline of 12
May as the majority of the political parties citied a number of
reasons for not being able to meet the deadline. In addition
to the New Social Democrat Party (NSDP), which submitted
its answered questionnaire on 12 May, MASSO also received
answered questionnaires from five other political parties: the
Social Democratic Union of Macedonia (SDSM), the Liberal
Democratic Party (LDP), the Liberal Party (LP), the Democrat-
ic Alternative (DA) and the Democratic Renewal of Macedonia
(DOM).

Only the NSDP, SDSM and LDP indicated having mani-
festos containing policies directly addressing the LGBTQ com-
munity in Macedonia; although DOM’s platform does not deal
explicitly with this issue, the party claimed that its very na-

ture as a centrist, liberal party made them supportive of the
LGBTQ community. The DA responded that their political plat-
form does not contain any policies specifically addressing LG-
BTQ issues as the party believes that Macedonia is free of any
discrimination or abuse of human rights. Similarly, the LP did
not include any policies specifically regarding the non-hetero-
sexual community in Macedonia.

The NSDP, SDSM, LDP and DOM all supported introducing
anti-discrimination measures in the Constitution of the Repub-
lic of Macedonia, especially in Article 9, directly forbidding
discrimination on the basis of sexual orientation or gender
identity. DOM noted that it would take three years to adopt
such measures, while the NSDP it would be difficult to imple-
ment them prior to 2007. In line with their overall position
cited in the preceding paragraph, the DA did not support the
introduction of these anti-discrimination measures, while the
LP responded that the Constitution already prohibits any form
of discrimination.

Most notably, the SDSM also revealed that their pre-
election manifesto explicitly supports the right of same-sex
couples to form registered partnerships. This was the first
time in Macedonia’s history that a political party explicitly
showed their support for and engaged the non-heterosexual
community in their electoral manifesto. Responses from the
remaining five parties ranged from open refusal to support any
form of same-sex unions (LP), to public support of the right to
form same-sex registered partnerships (DA, DOM and LDP), to
no currently defined position on the issue (NDSP).

All six parties indicated that they would cooperate with
the NGO sector working on LGBTQ issues in order to bring
Macedonia closer to EU standards, including support for intro-
ducing sexual education into the Macedonian curriculum; the
DA, SDSM and LP supported including sexual education dur-
ing elementary school, while DOM and NSDP thought it more
appropriate to be included during secondary school. The LDP
proposed that sexual education should be presented through-
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out both elementary and secondary school.

All of the responding parties indicated that they were in
favour of fielding candidates who had publicly declared their
lesbian, gay, bisexual or trans-gendered identity.

Even though this was the second attempt to survey Mace-
donian political parties about LGBTQ rights and problems, and
even though the number of responding parties doubled from 3
in 2005 to 6 in 2006, MASSO did not receive any feedback from
any centre-right or ethnic-Albanian political parties. Centre-
right and ethnic-Albanian parties have continually displayed a
disinterest towards the issues affecting the non-heterosexual
community in Macedonia; a centre-right party candidate also
used hate speech during the election campaign.

During the official election campaigning period (1 5
June - 3 July), MASSO monitored both media reporting and
the political parties’ campaigns. In general, this pre-election
period passed without any major incidents and insults in terms
of sexual orientation, with the exception of a few statements
reported in the media, some graffiti and some promotional
material with offensive content.

Media Reporting

By the end of the campaigning period, MASSO recorded 13
media articles published in regard to the LGBTQ community
in Macedonia. Three of these articles were presented in the
electronic media; the remaining 10 were in the print media.
None of these reports included homophobia, false reporting or
misuse of the LGBTQ community in the country; overall, the
media acted professionally.

Misuse and Abuse of the LGBTQ Community
MASSO recorded one instance of hate speech/abuse directed

towards the non-heterosexual community and two instances
of misuse of the community.
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On 27th June, the daily newspapers “/bpic”, and “Make-
donija Denes” under the headlines “Gay - Fight for Macedo-
nia” (/bpic) and “We will not allow homosexual marriages”
(Makedonija Denes), Antonio Miloshoski member of VMRO-
DPMNE was quoted as saying:

“We would like to tell our political opponents at SDSM
that these pious people, who love their religion and country,
must not be deceived. We as a party will most strongly op-
pose SDSM’s idea to allow marriages between homosexuals.
We must not turn a healthy society into a sick one.”

MASSO objects to the use of such attitudes and remarks,
which are offensive and completely unacceptable. The usage of
this kind of language stimulates homophobia, provokes hatred
and humiliates a particular group of citizens. Announcements
such as these should be criticised, and people who promote
them should be condemned. By retroactively acting upon this
issue instead of taking an educated approach and supporting
the integration of this population into mainstream society, the
comments of such politicians results in fear amongst LGBTQ
individuals, as well as their alienation from the rest of the
population. Creating this kind of atmosphere could endanger
minorities’ lives in Macedonia.

A day later (Wednesday 28 June), the same politician
was quoted in the daily newspaper “Vecer” as having said:

“Amongst poverty and economical catastrophe, SDSM
offers legalisation on homosexual marriages”

Statements such as these continue the trend of sys-
tematic discrediting of a community of citizens in Macedonia
while simultaneously misusing and marginalising them in or-
der to gain political points from an already highly homophobic
electorate.

The same modus operandi seems to have been adopted
by another candidate Slbodan Chasule from VMRO-NP, who
stated during a live television program on 29 June on Kanal 5
that a former Dutch conservative politician [Pim Fortuyn] was
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killed because of his sexual orientation. MASSO is unaware of
the motives of this particular individual in regards to his state-
ment, but warns that such whimsical dissemination of incor-
rect information may be the sign of a campaign of spreading
fear among the non-heterosexual community.

Shortly before the end of the official campaigning pe-
riod, MASSO noticed the distribution of fliers in the Karposm 4
area of Skopje, as well as graffiti with the identical content
which said: “Be gay! Vote for Gruevski!”

Even though the perpetrators of the graffiti and fliers
are currently unknown, MASSO cities these two incidents as
clear examples of using hate speech to discredit a political
candidate.

Summary
The run-up to the 5 July general election saw both positive
and negative developments that have the potential of becom-
ing trends in Macedonian politics.

The doubling of the number of responses from politi-
cal parties to the questionnaires distributed by MASSO from 3
in 2005 to 6 in 2006 is a definite improvement. Similarly, the
introduction of the right to form same-sex registered part-
nerships in the election platform of the SDSM as well as the
public support given by the LDP, DA and DOM might suggest
the beginning of the inclusion of the issues and status of the
non-heterosexual community in the platforms of Macedonia’s
political parties. This is the first time in the country’s history
that political parties have publicly discussed such issues, and
MASSO believes that their courage to open discussion on these
topics needs to be publicly recognised and praised.

Unfortunately, some candidates and party activists from
VMRO-DPMNE and VMRO-NP continued the negative trend of
blatantly misusing and abusing the non-heterosexual commu-
nity in Macedonia during the election campaign. Due to this,
MASSO calls on all relevant international and national institu-
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tions to publicly condemn such practices and exert pressure
on the organisations and political parties that utilise them.
These practices have no place in a country based on the equal-
ity of all of its citizens.

Equally as unfortunate is the indifferent attitude of eth-
nic-Albanian political parties and their continuous disregard
for addressing issues concerning another minority group, the
LGBTQ community. MASSO hope that ethnic-Albanian political
parties will begin to demonstrate interest in issues concern-
ing the non-heterosexual community in Macedonia, as it is not
ethnically monolithic but rather a mirror of the country’s eth-
nic diversity and richness.



OF RHETORIC AND “ENDANGERED” SPECIES

When at an artist-academic conference in London a colleague
of mine from the region (Belgrade to be more exact) stated
that he as a “white straight male” felt more and more endan-
gered due to the privileges granted to homosexuals (i.e. wom-
en and people of colour) in recent times, silence enveloped
the audience. What is understood as wit in the Balkans, not
only did it not result in laughter, but also resulted in unease.
One woman from the audience commented that “if that is
true then we should all move to Belgrade” further highlighting
the absurdity of this hyperbolic claim that the privileges given
to homosexuals in Belgrade might endanger the rights of the
heterosexuals. At the same time, she alluded to her own feel-
ing of endangeredment as a lesbian living in one of the most
tolerant cities for those with a different sexual orientation.
Allow me to attempt to answer why the joke of my col-
league was not welcomed in the English academic context
and why | believe that such incidents should make us stop
and think. | agree, jokes, funny stories and anecdotes which
have homosexuals (as well as members of other marginalised
groups such as blondes, Jews, Irish, Scots etc...) as their topic
of denigration have always existed in England, however the
main difference is that the local literary and general public
do not tolerate their further dissemination. For every state-
ment, deemed to be offensive to a given marginalised group,
a public apology is demanded, and most often such incidents
end with a voluntary or forced resignation of the public fig-
ure that had committed the previously mentioned “faux pas”.
Just think about how many professors, aids, journalists, and
even clergy would have to bid their positions farewell, if we
were to accept these rules of political correctness for public
figures. When a given person is invited to speak publicly, at a
conference or a public debate on radio or television, or when
they write for the printed media due to their expertise in a
given field, the role of a person speaking from the position of
authority and knowledge (and with it power) means greater
societal responsibility about what that person will state in

that public context.
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Perhaps what has been written so far seems predictable
and obvious. So, where do these daily homophobic displays of
many university professors, aids, writers, artists and a num-
ber of intellectuals come from (see: Zarko Trajanovski “The
ghost of homosexuality hovers over Macedonia”, Identities,
Vol. 4 Num. 1/2, 2005, pg.201-239.) that have as their topic of
denigration, like my colleague from the beginning of this text,
the privileges supposedly enjoyed by homosexuals? This is the
reason why the need still exists to remind ourselves of the re-
sponsibility which follows every decision to use any seemingly
naive joke or witty comment for rhetorical purposes.

Any person that has even superficially taken interest in
rhetoric understands that in a given context the easiest and
fastest way to win the audience is by using a witty anecdote,
especially when it is politically incorrect. However, one must
add that few have mastered the skill of rhetoric to the extent
that allows them to argue the use of a joke at the expense of
someone who is already laughed at and humiliated. Allow me
to point out that any personal gain on behalf of a speaker, i.e.
gaining a higher place in society, obtained by means of using a
joke at the expense of the rights of homosexuals, compared to
the damage wrought, borders on perversion. There are short-
term gains, a few smiles on the faces of like-minded individu-
als, a few invitations perhaps to other conferences held by
other homophobes, and this is where it all ends. The damage
done, however, is much greater.

We are talking about the propagation of certain ste-
reotypes about homosexuals, and the circulation of prejudice
against homosexuals from a privileged position of power which
simultaneously means the abuse of one’s position. If one takes
into account the bloody violence against the participants in
Belgrade’s first Pride parade, it becomes clear how this joke
actually represents the concealment of the opposite situation
with the rights and “privileges” of homosexuals.

The role of intellectuals today does not only represent
a self-sufficient reflexion on one’s own area of expertise, peri-
odically complemented by a joke at the expense of homosexu-
als or other marginalised groups of citizens. If an intellectual
does not see him/herself in the activist frontlines in the strug-
gle to assure equal rights for those marginalised in accordance
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with their different sexual orientation (here | mean lesbians,
transsexuals, and even those with different sexualities, who
feel oppressed by the majority consisting of heterosexuals)
then this intellectual should at least be aware that unthought
through comments and “grievances” about the privileges of
homosexuals allow for anonymous or public identifying with
those positions of the conformists. Each rhetorical “trick”
could be further cited or paraphrased in unexpected homo-
phobic contexts, and by calling on the identity of the person
who used it first, the effects of circulating a seemingly naive
and safe joke become unforeseeable and may replicate in the
manner of geometric progression.

BASTIONS OF INTOLERANCE

The struggle to implement factual equality between all, irrel-
evant of their sexual orientation is not an imperative for the
state anti-discrimination policies. The struggle to implement
factual equality between heterosexuals and non-heterosexual
is one of the major imperatives in the modern universities
around the world. Most of these universities have developed
their own anti-discrimination policies which include the imple-
mentation of certain mechanisms in the fight against homopho-
bia, the promotion of sexual differences and the encourage-
ment of individuals with a different sexual orientation.

Today, a few of the leading universities around the
world do not have an equal opportunity policy, a policy regard-
ing gender and sexual harassment and the remaining types of
inequality. We can state dozens of examples of various pro-
gramme/institution forms directed towards the elimination of
inequality: introduction of special moral codes of conduct
which explicitly forbid any acts of homophobia and ask stu-
dents to sign a statement which says they would abide by this
moral code prior to any enrolment interview (Yale); the cre-
ation of special anti-discrimination boards which even rule on
homophobia claims (University of Michigan) , the creation of
special bodies- e.g. university committee on sexual orienta-
tion - the mission of which is to “eliminate acts of homopho-
bia and heterosexism on behalf of the faculty, employees and
students” (University of Illinois) , the creation of special LGBT
centres through which students can be informed of acts of
homophobia and discrimination (at Princeton, for example,
where students can fill out anonymous on line forms) etc...

Modern universities do not just offer anti-discrimination
policies and resolutions, but also various forms of promotion
of sexual rights and sexual differences, by having special stud-
ies, curricula, special presentation intended for students, and
lastly through organising round tables and debates about the
right to sexual non-discrimination and the need to implement
special measures to protect those who have been sexually dis-

criminated.
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As a result of the promotion of sexual rights and sexual
differences, modern universities become places where many
young people can express their sexual orientation and where
they can freely organise and protect themselves against pos-
sible cases of sexual discrimination. The creation of an at-
mosphere which will be tolerant towards non-heterosexual
becomes a common imperative of universities and student
bodies, as it is the measurable indicator on which the image of
the university depends, i.e. its rank on the list of prestigious
and desirable universities.

In cases of explicit or implicit acts of intolerance or
homophobia, the protection mechanisms are employed often
followed by public displays of protest - boycotts of classes of
“witty” teachers who tend to tell sexist or homophobic jokes
or make such remarks, petitions against acts of sexual intoler-
ance, and open protests to topple management in cases when
statements have been made which are not in accordance to
existing policies of equal opportunities among heterosexuals
and non-heterosexuals.

And what is the situation like here, at our universities?
Do our universities have any anti-discrimination policies, mor-
al codes, protective mechanisms against gender, sexual and
other types of discrimination and intolerance? Is there a cur-
riculum which promotes sexual equality, bodies which fight
against sexual intolerance, students organisations with mem-
bers of sexual minorities? Do our universities open and support
critical debate regarding sexual equality in university and all
other areas of life?

The lack of explicit university policies, curricula, insti-
tutional measures and debates about sexual rights and sexual
equality are a showcase for the conservativism and intoler-
ance of our universities. Still, the most worrisome indicators
are the open acts of homophobia and intolerance on behalf
of lecturers and not too rare public displays in the service of
heterosexual “normality”.

You can still meet professors at our universities who ar-
gue with students attempting to prove to students that homo-
sexuality in unnatural and deviant. You can meet professors
who refuse graduation work in connection to homosexuality
guided by the fear of committing a sin. You can even meet

some who negate the existence of homosexuals in Macedonia,
publicly supporting ideas that homosexuality is “ the trash of
Europe”, “illness of the soul”, and a danger to the “existence
of the Macedonian”. Our educational processes include people
who publicly prove that lesbianism is imperatively connected
to feminism and that “more intelligent and more effeminate
feminists are eventually bisexual”(?!).

Is it possible to create a sexually tolerant lecturing at-
mosphere when the professor publicly supports arguments
against the normalacy of homosexual relationships? Is it pos-
sible to create a more tolerant atmosphere when professors
relish the chance to demonstrate their “wit” by telling sexist
and homophobic jokes? How does a non-heterosexual student
feel when they hear such a joke, or when they read that the
idea of having same-sex relations is repulsive to their profes-
sor?

Until these issues have been publicly addressed and ad-
equate solution procured, our universities will not be able to
change their image as bastions of conservatism and intoler-
ance.

Complete communication does not put into question the
freedom of the person you love, but rather it hosts unlimited
trust. Through love we realize our need for an intense and full
experience, an equal part of which are the physical, emotional
and spiritual sides of humanity. Two human beings can mutu-
ally discover the YOU in the other. Man has a need to motivate
his choice. Our entire life is made up of choices. This is why
every mature and formed person has the right to choose, bear-
ing in mind self-respect and love, using all of their emotional
and rational capacities.

Homosexuality is a definite partner choice. The inhib-
ited sexual desire may be extremely self-destructive. Not only
does it limit the pleasures of life, but it also limits the need
for sexual pleasure, destructively influencing a person’s pro-

fessional and social life.
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The relationship between a counselor and a family
should be close and marked by trust. They, through therapy,
accept the active confrontations and interpretations which
help parents gain insight into their destructive refusal to ac-
cept homosexuality. During sessions, elements of personal
choice are highlighted, which has a positive effect on reduc-
ing tension and the feelings of uncomfort, present with the
family as well as with the homosexual and the stigma attached
to homosexuality.

Thus, we need to always be prepared to answer the
questions: which types of prejudice and stereotypes are most
common, what would you do if you met someone who has prej-
udice towards you, are you prepared to change other people’s
opinions? Prejudice and discrimination are destructive to the
existence of humanity.

All people have similarities and differences. We are
special and unique. We can accept or judge a formed sexual
orientation in the post-adolescent period, but we can never
change it.

What can you do?
Accepting differences in sexual orientation is to accept

individuality; someone else’s as well as your own. This is a
great human virtue.
